Hopkins with the suggestion that it be used to promote Young Arts in Australia.   Pauline Hopkins regularly visited 
Australia and many ADFAS societies during her term as the NADFAS Overseas Area Representative from 2001 to May 
2005. 
The Cup was a generous gift from Pauline Hopkins.  It is a silver cup made in 1907 by Sebastian Henry Garrard of 
Garrard & Co, a Silversmith Company in Regent Street, London.  It has the markers mark [SG] with an inscription “ADFAS 
YOUNG ARTS  2004 LIMPSFIELD YOUNG NADFAS / Presented by Pauline Hopkins NADFAS Overseas Area Representative
