Harry descends from a
long line of West Country potters dating back to the 17"
century and has spent over 25
years with Royal Worcester. His
unrivalled knowledge of his subject
draws on both his own unique
experience of working with relevant
archives, and his years of working with the craftspeople of the
Royal Worcester factory.

Since the 1770s the Worcester factory has been producing
porcelain for the British Royal family. His slides will include
some of the finest banqueting services ever produced.

This sumptuous porcelain for
grand state occasions is quite
breathtaking and aided by
numerous detailed close-ups.
